Bristol City Council and its construction partners Connaught, Rok and Wates, are running three Business Skills Survival courses for small businesses in the construction sector with the aim of helping them survive in difficult times.

Spaces at the seminars are available on a first come, first served basis and will be held on Thursday 26 March, Thursday 30 April and Thursday 4 June at the Bristol Contract Services depot in Sandy Park Road, Brislington. 

The seminars are aimed at helping the people that work on the financial and administrative aspects of companies make sure they are running their companies efficiently and effectively. The days will be informal but deliver skills vital to companies’ survival in difficult financial times.

Topics covered will include types of business, legislation, cost and profit, pricing, taxation and NI, borrowing money, business accounts and measuring business performance, all aimed at helping people realise what they don’t know and signposting them to where they can go to find out more. 

Participants will also have the chance to gain an Introductory Certificate in Business Management.

The councils and its contractors recognise the key role played by smaller sub-contractors in delivering important programmes of building work on the city’s council owned housing stock and are determined to do what they can to assist in the current economic climate.

The seminars are initially aimed at sub-contractors who support its housing renewal and maintenance contracts but spaces may be available for others.
