Fastest growing top 10 airport in UK

Over 6m passengers in 2008 (2m in 2000)

Fly direct to 118 destinations across 30 countries
International scheduled routes — 5 in 2000 to 71 today

14% passengers are foreign residents (161% growth in 5 yrs)
13% passengers travelling on business

31% passengers visiting friends and relatives

10% of passengers use public transport

Over 3,100 employees working for 50 businesses
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Why the Airport matters
